What to bring 

Learners  are expected to bring a school bag each day 

containing the following: 

• Any learning equipment, e.g. Chromebook, books, pens etc 

• A full drink bottle of water  

• A waste free lunch box with healthy food for two breaks 

during the day 

• Evelyn Scott School is an anaphylaxis-aware school. This 

provides protection for children who have severe allergic 

reactions to certain foods and in particular nuts and nut 

products. Families are asked to provide nut free food for 

their child’s snack and lunch. This includes Nutella and 

peanut butter sandwiches 

• A sun-safe hat  and warm coat and beanie in the cooler 

months  

Please ensure all personal belongings are clearly labelled.   

Learning Devices 

Chromebooks will be provided for all learners in Years 7 - 10 

who have not already been issued a device from a previous ACT 

Public School. It is the responsibility of learners to ensure 

devices are cared for and maintained, Chromebooks need to be 

charged and ready for use each day.

Book Packs and Resources for Learning 

Families can conveniently purchase their annual  book pack for 

each child  through our supplier Blue Ink. The book pack 

contains consumables used in the classroom throughout the 

year.  

If families purchase the book pack prior to the start of the school 

year, the entire book pack will be sent to the school prior to the 

start of Term 1.  These items remain in the learning spaces for 

your child’s teachers to access and distribute as required to 

support your child’s learning throughout the year.  

Senior Campus learners who do not already have a Chromebook 

issued by the ACT Education Directorate will be issued with 

Chromebooks during the first week of school. New learners 

joining throughout the year will be issued a Chromebook upon 

commencement if they do not already have one issued from a 

previous ACT Public school. High school learners in ACT public 

schools are provided with a free chromebook learning device 

which stays with them for the duration of their enrolment in ACT 

public schools from year 7 to year 12. 

The Australian Curriculum 

Evelyn Scott School uses the Australian Curriculum to guide 

experiences for learners K-10. The framework‘s vision is for all 

children to experience learning that is engaging and builds 

success for life.  

 

Evelyn Scott School uses an inquiry approach to teaching and 

learning. Inquiry learning is an education approach that focuses 

on investigation and problem-solving. Inquiry-based learning is 

different from traditional approaches because it reverses the 

order of learning. Instead of presenting information, or ‘the 

answer’, up-front, teachers start with a range of scenarios, 

questions and problems for learners to navigate. 

 

Inquiry-based learning prioritises problems that require critical 

and creative thinking so learners can develop their abilities to 

ask questions, design investigations, interpret evidence, form 

explanations and arguments, and communicate findings. 

 

The Australian Curriculum is designed to help all young 

Australians to become successful learners, confident and 

creative individuals, and active and informed citizens.

School Board  

The Evelyn Scott School Board was established in 2021. Each 
public school in the ACT is administered by a School Board 
whose membership comprises of the school principal, elected 
staff members, elected members of the parent body and a 
nominee of the Education Directorate. Elected members 
normally serve for a two year period. The Board is the policy 
making body of the School.

‘Houses’ become ‘Bunjis’ 

'Bunji' is an Aboriginal term that means “a mate, a close 
friend a kinsman” (from Warlpiri and other languages of the 
Northern Territory and northern Queensland).  

We acknowledge that the term 'house' is founded on 
conservative ideals from a bygone era and we wish to reflect 
the contemporary nature and philosophy of the school 
which we have co-created this year. We have sought 
permission from the EDU Aboriginal and Torres Strait 
Islander Education Team and we will utilise the term 'Bunji' 
in place of the term 'House'.  

At the commencement of 2021, we asked our community to 
vote for Bunji names and colours and the results were: 

1. Norris - (Emerald) Named after Dame Ada Norris DBE, 
CMG was president of the National Council of Women of 
Victoria from 1951-54 and national president from 1967-70 
where she contributed to shaping public opinion and 
influencing legislation about issues of women’s rights, 
status and opportunities. 

 

2. Rigby - (Purple) Named after Norma Rigby MBE who 
helped to establish Canberra’s Koomarri school and spent 
much of her life working for the rights of people with a 
disability or mental illness 

 

3. Golgerth - (Aqua/Light Blue) Named after Joyce 
Golgerth, anti-conscription activist 

 

4. Felstead - (Burnt orange) Named after Minnie Felstead, 
union organiser and advocate for women’s rights 

 

These Bunji names and colours were selected by the school 
community and reflect some of the street names in the 
suburb of Denman Prospect where our school has been 
built. These names also honour some of Australia’s most 
highly accomplished women advocates.  

Learners are placed into Bunjis when they join Evelyn Scott 
School and will stay in  their Bunjis  from Preschool to Year 
10. Learners come together in their Bunjis across our school 
sporting events and in their classroom activities. Coloured 
Bunji polo shirts are  available to purchase from our uniform  
supplier, Workin’ Gear or families can source their own 
coloured shirt if preferred. Families will receive information 
about their child’s Bunji at the start of the school year.
